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Since West Texas A&M University was founded in 1910, its roots
have been in the teacher education program. A major purpose of
the Division of Education is to prepare individuals for professional
positions as teachers, counselors, administrators and other service
positions for both public and private schools at elementary and
secondary levels. WTAMU is proud of its tradition of providing
outstanding students through its graduate education program.

With the largest graduate student enrollment in the University,
the Division of Education has nine options for a master’s degree.
A state test is required for certification for the standard
professional certificate. To ensure quality, master’s degree
certificate programs are approved by the State Board for Educator
Certification.

Post-Baccalaureate Certification
Program

WTAMU may admit to a special program and recommend for
initial Texas teacher certification persons who possess at least a
bachelor’s degree from a regionally accredited institution and who
meet specific qualifications. Degreed individuals wishing to gain
initial Texas teacher certification through the post-baccalaureate
program should contact the assistant director of Teacher
Certification located in Old Main, Room 424, (806)651-2668.

Post-baccalaureate students are required to meet all Teacher
Education Program admission standards as defined in this catalog,
with the exception that professional development coursework is to
be completed at the graduate level. Full admission is granted after
completion of EDPD 6331 if all admissions standards are met.

Alternative Teacher Certification

The Panhandle Alternative Certification for Educators (PACE)
program is an alternative teacher certification program. Its purpose
is to prepare highly qualified individuals to serve as public school
teachers in Texas. PACE is not designed to replace or compete
with the traditional teacher certification program at WTAMU.
PACE is a collaborative teacher education program involving
WTAMU, the Region 16 Education Service Center and the
public school districts in the 26 counties of the Texas Panhandle.

The PACE program is designed for persons who have completed a
baccalaureate degree and who have a record of work and life
experience appropriate to enhancement of the teaching and
learning processes in the public school classroom. Certification is
earned through a combination of intensive summer session
coursework coupled with year-long, supervised internship as
teacher-of-record in a public or recognized private school. The
teacher is jointly supervised by West Texas A&M University and
the participating school district.

Through PACE, the following teaching certificates may be earned:
secondary (grades 8-12), elementary (EC—4 or 4-8), generic
special education (EC-12) and bilingual education (EC-4). Some
all-level (EC-12) content area certifications also are available.
New certification levels may be in effect at a later date.

PACE Entry Requirements
e PACE applicants must present a bachelor’s degree from a
regionally accredited institution with an overall grade
point average (GPA) of at least 2.75 and a GPA of 2.75 in
the area of certification.

Every applicant must also achieve a passing score on the
THEA (TASP) with a minimum reading score of 260, or
passing scores on the Accuplacer with a minimum reading
score of 98. No exemptions.

Additional requirements also apply to PACE applicants.
PACE Program requirements may change each year due to
state and/or federal policy and regulations regarding
teacher certification. Applicants should request updated
information during November if planning to apply for the
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following year by contacting the PACE Office, Old Main,
Room 410, (806)651-2599.

Master’s Degrees, Standard
Professional Certificate Programs

Admission Requirements

The professional certificate gives the holder legal authority to
perform duties in public schools of Texas in the specialized area
designated on the face of the certificate. Prerequisite for all
master’s programs, except professional counseling and
instructional technology, is 18 semester hours of education.

Before beginning work toward the standard professional
certificate, the student must hold the standard/provisional
certificate in the appropriate prerequisite field. The student must
also complete the proper graduate program, meet the additional
requirement for the standard certificate of two years of teaching
experience and pass the appropriate state test. To obtain a
standard professional elementary certificate or standard
professional secondary certificate, the student must hold a
provisional teaching certificate at that level.

Curriculum Requirements

The master of education degree must be completed within six
years. Requirements for the standard professional certificate must
be completed within 10 years from the date a graduate student
takes the first course required for the certificate. Credit earned by
correspondence cannot be applied toward a certificate.
