Phase I: Priority Application 
 

 Take the content exam through the PACT System 

 Submit application with $50 non-refundable fee and certified, sealed 
transcripts, January 1 – March 1, 2012* 

 Submit Accuplacer or THEA Reading score, if available 

 Complete online interview 

 Request field experience placement and begin classroom observations

Phase II: Conditional Admission 
 

 Take the content exam through the PACT System 

 Submit Accuplacer or THEA Reading Score 

 Apply to WTAMU’s graduate school and submit $40 fee 

 Attend program orientation (April 20-21, 2012; ESC 16, Amarillo) 

 Complete  all admission requirements by May 1 (online interview, 
field experience documentation and survey, reading or test score)  

 Complete summer course work and training 

Phase III: Full Admission/Internship 
 

 Complete fall/spring course work, if required 

 Meet eligibility requirements for the probationary certificate  

 Complete fall/spring internship, if hired

Pre-Admission Content Test (PACT) Information 
 

Applicants are encouraged to take content exams through the PACT route before full admission (during Phase One & 
Two). The earlier the content exam is passed, the more likely it is that the applicant will secure a teaching position. 
The candidate may continue with Phase One & Two without passing the content exam, but cannot continue with 
Phase Three if the test is a requirement for the probationary certificate.
