Guidelines for Taking the Comprehensive Exam
· The written exam will be taken during the 4th clinical semester of graduate year. 
· The exam is offered online through the CD 6399 course.
· An 80% or better is required to pass.
· If less than an 80% is scored on the written exam the student will take an oral exam with two instructors focusing on the concentration areas of weakness.
· If less than an 80% is scored following the oral exam then the student must wait 16 weeks before retaking it (See university catalogue for details).
· During that 16 week waiting period an advisor will work with the student identifying topic areas of weakness and providing remediation to the topic areas in preparation for retake. 
Note: The comprehensive exam is just one of many assessment tools used to identify whether a student meets the criterion for graduation. Additional criterion include: comprehensive interview in the final semester, meeting minimum outcome measures for all classes and clinical practicum.
