General procedure for admittance into Communication Disorders Graduate Program:
The Communication Disorders Program does not require applicants to take the GRE. The minimal criteria for acceptance into the program includes:  GPA of 3.0 or higher, demonstration of written and oral communication competence, and adequate referral from professors and/or supervisors.   Once admitted into the Communication Disorders Graduate Program a student must meet the following conditions in order to continue the graduate program. If one or more of the following conditions are not met then a student may be dismissed from the program.
1. Maintain a GPA of 3.0 or higher during first semester of the graduate program.
2. By the end of his/her first semester complete a learning or test taking assessment through the WT counseling program to determine strengths and weaknesses. 
3. Based on advisement resulting from assessment results, students may be asked to complete through the WT Student Support Services two workshops: Test Anxiety and Test Taking Strategies.
4. By the end of his/her first academic semester, all students will complete an essential skills evaluation to determine reading, writing, and oral language proficiency.
5. For student’s speaking more than one language a bilingual English proficiency assessment will also be required prior to completion of his/her first semester. 
* Note: Due to limited acceptance into the program, of those applicants meeting the entire criteria for acceptance, the highest GPA will determine selection.
