Step 1:  

     Complete West Texas A&M University Graduate School Application. Be sure to submit 

     official transcripts directly to the Graduate School as part of your application. 
     Step 2:

     Once acceptance letter into Graduate School received submit the following materials to the 
     Communication Disorders Program no later than March 1st: 
· Copy of letter of acceptance into WT Graduate School
· 3 letters of reference from professors and/or employment supervisors 
· 1 written research paper submitted as part of an undergraduate course assignment for any topic. If you don’t have one then write a 5-7 page research paper on a communication disorders topic using APA format.
Note: Your material package must contain all of the information listed above prior to submitting it to the program for review. Incomplete packets will not be accepted. 

     Step 3: 

     A Communication Disorders Faculty Member will contact you for a phone interview. 

     Step 4: 

     Wait patiently for letter of acceptance or denial into the Communication Disorders Graduate 
     Program. Letters are typically sent by April 15th. 
Note: There are two tiers of acceptance, the first into the WT Graduate School and the second into the Communication Disorders Program. Both are separate processes.
