Outstanding coverage of the American experience in Vietnam.  The website, maintained by PBS, contains full transcripts of its award winning series of Vietnam documentaries.  This site has a detailed, interactive timeline of events from 1945 to the present.

Finally, contains links to online publications and Saigon’s only English language newspaper.
