Article Reviews, Wildlife Management:

You are to read 2 articles that relate to wildlife or wildlife management from refereed journals (see examples below).  You will then write a review of the article that contains the following:

1. Your name and the date (do not include a title page – this goes on the first page of the review)
2. Type of article (see below)

3. Correct citation for the article that you reviewed

4. Summary of the Introduction

5. Summary of the Methods

6. Description of the study area (location, habitat, etc)

7. Summary of the Results

8. Summary of the Discussion

9. A critique of the paper

10. Attach a copy of the paper to your review using a paperclip

The reviews will be no longer than 5 pages and must be typed and double-spaced.  The format for the citation of the review and any references (references are not required) should follow the format for the Journal of Wildlife Management.  For information on the correct format see the Manuscript Guidelines for the Journal (pg. 50, Appendix B; Available on line at http://www.wildlifejournals.org/pdf/author_instructions.pdf).

Your articles must come from national or international journals (not taxon-specific).

Choosing your articles is very important.  Do not select articles simply because they are short (only select articles that are >= 8 pages in length).  Make sure all of your articles are fairly current (no articles older than 1995).  Select articles with topics that are of interest to you personally and that will allow you to write a good review.  If you have any questions regarding the acceptability of an article, ask me before you begin your review. 

Tips on writing a good review:

· Attention to detail counts!

· Write the review as if you are stating facts.  Do not excessively use statements like “The authors state that deer were common in some habitats…”  Rather, use “deer were common in some habitats”. 

· Proof read your review to ensure it is error free, well written (if it doesn’t sound good to you it won’t to me), and is not poorly worded, difficult to read, or confusing.

· Be sure to put the information in your own words!
· Read the article as many times as necessary for you to understand the research  

· For the critique:

· Refer to the article “Bringing up scientists in the art of critiquing research” for ideas on how to critique your article (article is available on the class website www.wtamu.edu/~rmatlack/bio3374.htm)
· Tell me what you thought were the good points and bad points of the article and EXPLAIN why they were good or bad

· A critique of the paper should be much more in depth than “Overall, I liked the paper”

· Staple your paper PRIOR to the time it is due!

· NOTE: late assignments, assignments not turned in at the beginning of class on the due date, will have points deducted and assignments turned in after the due date may be returned upgraded (i.e., you may receive 0 points)!
