- The core curriculum must total exactly 42 hours; excess hours must be moved to the major as an elective or a major requirement and stay within the 120-hour requirement or approved total
submitted to the Coordinating Board for degree requirements. Some majors specify particular courses to meet core curriculum requirements when options are available.

- At least 36 hours of advanced work (3000- or 4000-level courses) for which tuition is paid must be earned at WTAMU. A maximum of six semester hours in religion (RELI) and six semester hours
in physical education (PHED) courses can count toward a baccalaureate degree.

- This degree track prepares the student for employment opportunities in public school education upon graduation; with purposeful concentration of elective hours in an instructional subject,
student may have preparation in alternate content emphasis. Prior to graduation, a student will complete clinical teaching, TEXES Exam 160, and TEXES Exam 158 as requirements for Texas
teacher certification.- Important sequencing: SES 3321 is spring only; admission into the Educator Preparation Program (EPP) is required to enroll in EPSY 3341; EPP courses must be
completed in sequence and prior to clinical teaching (EDPD 4398 and EDPD 4399).
