Additional hours of academic credit may be transferred.

NOTE II: At least 36 hours of advanced work (3000- or 4000-level courses) for
which tuition is paid must be earned at WTAMU. A maximum of 60 semester hours in
any single discipline, six hours in religion (RELI) and six hours in physical education
(PHED) can be counted toward a degree. A maximum of 30 semester hours in
business courses (ACCT, BUSI, CIDM, ECON, FIN, MGT, MKT), including 6
semester hours in the Core Curriculum, may count toward this degree.
