Additional notes:

- The core curriculum must total exactly 42 hours; excess hours must be moved to the major as an elective or a major requirement and stay within the 120-
hour requirement or approved total submitted to the Coordinating Board for degree requirements. Some majors specify particular courses to meet core
curriculum requirements when options are available.

- Atleast 36 hours of advanced work (3000- or 4000-level courses) for which tuition is paid must be earned at WTAMU. A maximum of six semester hours in
religion (RELI) and six semester hours in physical education (PHED) courses can count toward a baccalaureate degree.

- Completion of degree content, 1,800 clinical hours under direct supervision by an Athletic Trainer, and specified requirements of the TDLR affords graduates
eligibility for Texas Athletic Training Licensing. Student may also use content in preparation to apply for an entry-level graduate Athletic Training or other allied
health program

- Important sequencing: SES 3302 is the prerequisite for SES 3356 and SES 4341. BIOL 2402 is the prerequisite for SES 3341.

- Fallonly courses: ATTR 3332. Spring only courses: ATTR 3310, ATTR 3331, ATTR 4312, SES 3321.
