Simply submit your
transcripts and complete the Financial Aid
process. If you have 60 hours and a 3.5 GPA,
your scholarship will be granted regardless of
financial need. Earn admission to Phi Theta
Kappa and receive a one-time $500
scholarship.

At WT you will enroll based on your earned
classification (60+ hours classifies you as a
junior) and that means you have the same
opportunity as students already enrolled at the
University.

When you live on campus for three semesters,
you are eligible for a 50 percent discount on
your fourth semester. Stay for a fifth and
receive the same discount for the sixth
semester. 

If you are inducted into the Phi Theta Kappa
honor society at your community college, you
will be eligible to enter the Attebury Honors
Program at WT. The Attebury Honors Program
provides a variety of learning experiences and
special opportunities, including the option to
live in Conner Hall, the University's honors
residential hall.
