MAINTAINING F1 VISA STATUS BASICS
Undergraduates

*A full course load is considered 12 credit hours

*At least 9 credit hours (3 courses) must be face-to-face

*Students may take one (1) online course as part of the full course load

*Students are welcome to take more than 12 credit hours per semester

*If you are unable to take a full course load for ANY reason, please
contact the

*A full course load is considered 9 credit hours

*At least 6 credit hours (2 courses) must be face-to-face

*Students may take one (1) online course as part of the full course load

*Students are welcome to take more than 9 credit hours per semester

*If you are unable to take a full course load for any reason, please contact the

*Make sure your passport is valid at all mes

*When traveling outside of the US, please visit the ISS to get your I-20 signed for travel

*When traveling outside of the US, make sure your visa is valid (visa doesn’t need to be

   valid if staying in the US)

- This document is required to apply for employment, open a bank account, drivers license, etc.
