NOTE: At least 36 hours of advanced work (3000- or 4000-level courses) for which 
tuition is paid must be earned at WTAMU, and 30 of the final 36 hours counted toward 
the degree must be earned at WTAMU. A maximum of six semester hours in religion 
(RELI) and six semester hours in physical education (PHED) courses can count toward 
a baccalaureate degree. 

Note: This is NOT a degree plan. After completing 30 hours, students 
must  request an official degree plan (using the online Request for a 
Degree Plan form) in order to progress. Students who have questions 
about their degree plan should contact the office of the dean of the 
College of Education and Social Sciences.
