Note 1 - CORE: Art majors are required to take ARTS 1303 for Core 50. And they are encouraged to take ENGL 1301 (Core 10) and MATH (Core 20) during their first semester.
For all other core categories, they may select from any available options (see degree checklist). There is no set order in which core courses must be taken.

Note 2 - Intermediate ARTS Requirements: Take ARTS 2316 or 2323; ARTS 2326, 2346, or 2375; and ARTS 1313, 2333, or 2377.

Note 3 - Electives: Art majors interested in gallery management, museum work or other art/business possiblities should normally take support courses in ACCT 2301, ACCT
2302, MKT 3340, MGT 3330, and MGT 3332. A minimum of 39 hours of advanced work (3000- or 4000-level courses) for which tuition is paid must be earned at WTAMU.
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
