A minimum of eight fall or spring semesters of major ensemble are required for bachelor of
music (B.M.) degrees. Band (MUEN XX26 or XX27) is the major ensemble for woodwinds,
brass, and percussion; choir (MUEN XX41 or XX42) for voice; orchestra (MUEN XX29) for
strings; choir for keyboard majors, but keyboard students may choose band or orchestra,
respectively, if they can play a woodwind, brass, percussion, or string instrument.

NOTE II: At least 39 hours of advanced work (3000- or 4000-level courses) for which tuition
is paid must be earned at WTAMU, and 30 of the final 36 hours counted toward the degree
must be earned at WTAMU. A maximum of 80 semester hours in music (MUSI, MUEN,
MUAP, MUMI), six hours in religion (RELI) and six hours in physical education (PHED) can
be counted toward a degree.
