NOTE II: Art majors (B.A. or B.S.) interested in gallery management, museum work or 
other art/business possibilities should normally select Studio Art and Management or 
Art History Emphasis and take support courses in ACCT 2301, 2302, BUSI 1301, MKT 
3340, MGT 3330, 3332 (prerequisites: ACCT 2301, ACCT 2302 and FIN 3320).
