Additional hours of academic credit may be transferred. 

 
 

NOTE II: At least 39 hours of advanced work (3000- or 4000-level courses) are 
required for this degree. At least 30 of these hours must be from WTAMU; the other 9 
may be from other RELLIS Academic Alliance institutions. A maximum of 60 
semester hours in any single discipline, six hours in religion (RELI) and six hours in 
physical education (PHED) can be counted toward a degree.
